phaned children.  Christened "The Christ House" and lo-
cated on Main Street in Mechanicsburg, the house quickly 
filled to capacity with nineteen children.  A local farm was 
purchased and in 1926 the children moved to the present 
location between Mechanicsburg and Shiremanstown.  The 
orphanage was known for its beautiful, hand cut limestone 
buildings and the name was changed to The Methodist 
Home for Children. 

Today, the children attend public schools, maintain a daily 
study hour, have chores, volunteer in the community, and 
participate in a wide variety of athletic and extracurricular 
activities.  It provides emergency shelter and residential 
care for hundreds of central Pennsylvania children every 
year. 
For over ninety years, the UM Home for Children has pro-
vided a caring environment; A place of compassion and car-
ing, these hurting children of all ages, races, and religions 
have found refuge at the Home.   

Mount Nittany Missions has pledged to give consistently to 
the United Methodist Home for Children through 2015.
